THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT the Council of the Corporation of the
Town of Moosonee hereby directs management to apply for the CWWF grant to
undertake this project, and allocates a total of $74,893 plus $5,257.47 from
Specific Capital Reserves as the Town’s 25% share of the total estimated project
costs.
